Get a bunch of your friends together and make

two teams. Everyone blows up a balloon in

their team’s colour (say blue for one team, and

red for the other). When the “referee” yells

“GO!” everyone hits their balloon up into

the air. The goal is not to let a balloon 

touch the ground. If a balloon does hit 

the ground, one member of that team 

steps to the sidelines. The winning 

team is the one with at least one 

balloon still in the air. Go team!
